Pensions Campaign
Ian Murch and John Howarth gave a report on the very encouraging outcome of the national ballot, the lack of progress in national negotiations, and arrangements for the strike on 30th June.  Joint arrangements were being sought with other unions striking on the day.  It was agreed to investigate the practicalities of a march as well as a rally.  Discussion took place on maximising participation in the strike and school based activities.

Academies and Free Schools
Reports were given by John Howarth and Ian Murch on current developments around academies and free schools in Bradford.  Many people emphasised the damage that the spread of academies would do to a coherent system of education designed to meet the needs of all children including the most vulnerable and disadvantaged.  Officers had visited many schools, and a letter that we had written to Primary Schools had been picked up and used nationally by all the TUC affiliated unions with school based members. 
The meeting congratulated members at Ilkley Grammar for the fight they were putting up against their school becoming an Academy.

Any Other Business
Quentin Deakin the Rep at Beckfoot distributed a short questionnaire in what teachers thought was effective practice, and it was agreed to get as many members as possible to complete this to support research he was doing.
