Defend Your Pension
Hutton reports on 10th March.  Held 3 pension roadshows.  Union will hold a ballot for industrial action in defence of pensions.  Any changes will have a phasing in process, starts April 2012.

Need to target young teachers for information.

Ready reckoner for people to what the difference will mean for them – on website?

School Budgets and Cuts
Spending per pupil hasn’t risen, so effectively is a cut.  Some protection (1.5%) for school budgets) so cuts being born by central services.
Bradford cutting £56 million.   500 people asked to take voluntary redundancy (saves £10 million).  Will be taking out large numbers of managers (a manager must manage a minimum of 12 people).  Reorganising children and young people services (£1.5 million or 30 teachers).  A cutting of £1.6 million top-sliced from schools spending in order to create a pot of £400 million to pay for free schools across the country.  This equates to about 2,000 jobs cuts.  £24 million needs to be cut next year.  16 staff from EB have been made redundant from 30th April. 

Academies and Free Schools
A trust is being set up for commissioning services and 24 secondary school have expressed an interest. 

A trust can take over other academies and empires can be built.  Hanson has Garforth Trust interested in taking it over.  Beckfoot and Aire Valley might become a shared academy.

Free Schools – Bradford has had highest number of application of anywhere in the country, vast majority are faith schools.

16 applications, mainly primary.
